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POLL SHOWS STRONG VOTER CONCERN
WITH CONDITION OF MAINE’S
HIGHWAYS, BRIDGES
Mainers worried about safety, economic impact of
inadequate infrastructure

AUGUSTA - According to a poll of Maine voters, 91
percent said there were “significant” or “very significant”
problems with the condition of Maine’s highways, and
nearly 92 percent believe that the state is spending too little
to maintain our highways and bridges. The poll of 500
registered voters was conducted by Command Research and
commissioned by the Maine Better Transportation
Association this fall. The poll indicates a strong concern
among Maine voters about the effect that failing highways
and bridges have on the safety of their families, the state’s
economy and Maine’s ability to retain younger members of
its workforce.

W,  Constitution & Bylaws (C/B) - Voting

ASCE National requires that sections review their C/B every 5 years, although Maine has neglected this task and the last time a
change was made was in 1993. To address this need and requirement, a committee was formed in 2005 by the Maine Section Board to
review the C/B and propose areas of needed change. Changes range from the simple modification of changing UMO to U. Maine, or
updating committees to match actual practice, or to the substantial change of how the C/B itself can be modified. The committee
proposed several changes. The Board then reviewed and offered suggestions. The Board used a "Sample Constitution and Bylaws" as
provided by ASCE Nationals for this review process and modified Maine C/B to reflect up to date needs of the Society. In accordance
with existing C/B, the required 15 signatures were received at the February 2006 Section meeting in a petition to the Section Secretary
to submit the changes to National for approval. Approval from National was received in summer 2006 with some minor
modifications. Those modifications were reviewed by the Board and approved at the September 2006 Board meeting. The past few
months have been used to get the Maine Section Web site up and running for electronic voting so as to give as many options as
possible to the membership.

The current C/B voting requirement to authorize a C/B change is to receive ballots from a majority of members; thus we need your
vote in order to ratify the changes. Please take the time to review the proposed changes and to vote. Copies of the Existing C/B and
Proposed C/B, dated October 24, 2006, are available online at the Maine Section website or at the monthly meetings. Ballots will be
counted until enough votes are received from the membership to constitute a 'majority' of the membership. As an added incentive,
three $100 gift cards will be awarded from a random drawing from the eligible voters once voting has been concluded.

POLL SHOWS STRONG VOTER CONCERN WITH CONDITION OF MAINE’S HIGHWAYS, BRIDGES

Mainers worried about safety, economic impact of inadequate infrastructure

(Continued from page I) “The poll shows overwhelming evidence that Maine people want substantial and widespread remedies when
confronted with facts about the current condition of the state’s roads and bridges,” said Scott Leach, president of the Maine Better
Transportation Association. “The poll also showed that people are deeply worried about the safety of their families and the effect on
our economy if the Legislature does not act soon.” He cited the fact that more than 92 percent of those participating in the poll had on
a daily basis experienced rutted roads, dangerous intersections or other hazards associated with outdated, unsafe road design. Nearly
half of those said they had experienced an accident due to these unsafe road conditions or knew a friend or family member who had.

Maria Fuentes, MBTA executive director, said that the concern and support for transportation investment crosses all party lines.
Ninety-two percent of voters believe that the state does not currently invest adequately in its roads and bridges (by 94 percent of
Democrats, 87 percent of Republicans and 95 percent of Independents). Another telling voter opinion underscored in the survey was
that voters clearly believe that some of the taxes generated from transportation — such as the auto sales tax receipts — should go to
highway and bridge improvements. “This poll shows that Mainers understand the need to bring our transportation system up to
modern standards for safety and the economy, and they have strong opinions about how it could be funded,” said Fuentes. Her
organization is leading the effort to establish a coalition of statewide, regional and community leaders that will be working with the
legislature to craft new policies for increased transportation investment. To date more than 40 organizations have joined the coalition.
The Bangor Region Chamber of Commerce, with more than 870 members, sees this effort as a way to improve transportation in its
region and statewide, according to Executive Director Candace Guerette.

“For the past five years, transportation has been one of the key policy issues for this organization, and we fully support this effort to
upgrade our highways and bridges. We need to get our roads fixed, and now. If we don’t, we will see our safety and our economy
suffer for it.”
